Usage of AI Tools 
Genera;ve AI tools are deemed aids (Hilfsmi,el) and must be fully declared. The responsibility for the validity and 
authen;city of your work rests en;rely with you. In addi;on, you bear full responsibility for the use of genera;ve AI 
tools, especially with respect to copyright infringements and viola;ons of data protec;on laws. 
All types of usage of genera;ve AI tools must be discussed with the supervisor before wri;ng the thesis.  
The usage must be fully declared as follows:  
In the Methods sec;on: if used for data analysis, sta;s;cs, genera;ng program code, results or figures 
Next to the Statement of Authorship: if used for wri;ng the thesis, e.g. grammar checking, structuring, brainstorming, 
debugging, summarising, literature search and all other types of usage. 
The “Use of AI tools” sec;on can also include a disclaimer sta;ng that AI tools were not used, or not used for specific 
tasks. 
Some examples are given below. 
 
Usage of AI Tools: “ChatGPT (OpenAI, Version xxx) was used for language refinement and coding tasks, including 
debugging.” 
 
Usage of AI Tools: “I used ChatGPT (OpenAI, Version xxx) to assist with structuring sec;ons, rephrasing sentences for 
clarity and coherence, and refining academic wri;ng style throughout the wri,en thesis. I used it to improve the 
language based on content I had wri,en. “ 
“I used Grammarly (TextGuard, version xxxx) to iden;fy mistakes of grammar and punctua;on and suggest stylis;c 
refinements.” 
“I did not use AI tools to generate ideas, original content, arguments, insights, interpreta;ons or conclusions. “ 
 
Language Assistance: “ChatGPT (OpenAI, Version xxx) was used as a linguis;c assistant to refine the text’s language 
and structure.”
